the oldest, continuously functioning religious
community in Texas.
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Newly renovated Main Plaza offers a public
A gathering place for cultural events (and provides
public restrooms).

-« From there, you'll enter the famed River Walk,
where you'll enjoy the shade from the lush,
tropical vegetation lining the river banks. The
Lexington Ave. Bridge marks the end of your
journey.
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The Spanish Governor’s Palace, reopened in 2010, once
housed the officials of the Spanish Province of Texas.
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San Fernando Cathedral overlooks Main Plaza in the
heart of downtown San Antonio.
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The River Walk Expansion links the downtown stretch to
the San Antonio Museum of Art and the Pearl Brewery.
